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WILLIAM CARROLL HODGE 

William Carroll, the sixth child of William and Nancy Josephine (Dancy) Hodge, was born circa 1816 in Stewart County, Tennessee. He is first mentioned in the estate settlement of his father in 1830 along with his brothers and sisters. In 1837 W.C. married Mary Catherine Butler. She was the daughter of Armstead Butler; a wealthy farmer who lived near Piney Creek in what is now present-day Crittenden County, Kentucky. It should be noted that W.C.’s sister, Betsy, had married William Duncan Butler in 1836, a brother to his wife Mary Catherine Butler. This family was very much intertwined by these marriages. Then in 1839 W.C. was struck with a great tragedy, the death of Mary Catherine. It is believed that she died while giving birth to their only child Mary Dancy.  Mary Catherine was laid to rest in the Butler family plot at Piney Fork Cemetery and her headstone still stands today. 

Their daughter Mary Dancy was named after W.C.’s oldest sister Mary Dancy (Hodge) White. Mary Dancy Hodge and Elisha White lived near Centerville, midpoint between Piney and Claylick Creeks. She and Mary Butler most likely help W.C. raise the young infant child until his second marriage. Barbara Knox wrote me sometime back that Miss Bessie Hodge stated to her that when W.C. decided to move to Texas he left his daughter Mary in Kentucky because she cried to stay with her grandmother. Mary (Wheatly) Butler must have been that grandmother. Mary Dancy married circa 1859 to William P. Bealmear. She lived briefly in Elizabethtown, Illinois until the death of her husband. She moved back to Crittenden County and married her second husband James Shewcraft in 1876. She died on May 24, 1916 and is buried in an unmarked grave at the Caldwell Springs Cemetery in rural Crittenden County.
In the 1840 Livingston County census W.C. is living nine houses down from his cousin William Northern Hodge. Listed in the household is 1 male 20 and under 30 years of age, 1 female under 5 years of age and one female 15 and under 20 years of age. He lists one being employed in agriculture. The female listed as being 15 to 20 years of age could have been one of his sisters helping him with the house chores and child caring. W.C.’s second marriage was in fall of 1842 to Mary Catherine Killen. Her father was Theophilus Killen who owned a farm near the Cumberland River not far from Dycusburg. W.C. and his second wife, Mary, had had six known children. They are as follows: Allen, James B., Rosella, Eva, Sallie, Nannie, and Robert Henry. 

It seems that in fall of 1842 W.C. and his brother-in-law, Rev. James Ramer, became indebted to Joseph and David Watts from a loan made in 1839. The Watts were cousins to W.C. and owned a mercantile store in Salem. The Rev. Ramer had used the 70 acres along the Claylick that was deeded to him by Nancy Hodge as security. W.C. was assigned to the Watts brothers (to work out the debt) and he was indebted to B. Hodge (Blount) for $29.68 that was due in January 1842. This must have been some type of joint adventure in farming during 1839 and the crops had failed or W.C. was trying to help get his brother-in-law out of that old debt. In any case, by June of 1843 W.C. is again indebted to the Watts brothers. He used his horses, wagon, house goods, and 13 hogs (some marked on the left ear with Collin Hodge’s mark) as security. Apparently the transaction with his brother-in-law had put him in great debt and he was trying to put out a new crop that season. 

In 1850 W.C. is living next to his sister Betsy (Hodge) Butler near Claylick Creek in Crittenden County. This is after the death of Nancy in 1848 and the children are living on the old farm. By 1855 W.C started getting the Hodge itch and moved west across the Cumberland River into Livingston County with his father-in-law. In the fall of 1857 tragedy again stuck W.C. with the death of his oldest son Alfred “Alan” on his farm near the Tennessee River Road. In 1859 W.C Hodge and his in-laws move to Corsicana, Navarro County, Texas. Robert Hodge Sr. and his sons had been instrumental in helping Nancy settle the estate of William in 1828 and the returning of the land which she was forced to sell in 1830 by her daughter and son-in-law, Elisha and Molly (Hodge) White. The family was very intertwined with Robert Senior’s children. William Carroll served for a brief period with Washington Stuart Hodge in the Civil War. His daughter Sallie would live for a brief time with Capt. Robert Hodge at Chatfield and his daughter Nannie would marry her third cousin, John David Hodge, who was the son of Josiah Bryant Hodge.

In the 1860 Navarro County census page 209, W.C is listed along with his wife Mary K., and daughters M.A (Eva), S.C (Sallie), and Nancy. Missing from the census is James B., Rosella and of course Mary Dancy who had married William P. Bealmear and was living in Crittenden County, Kentucky. At the outbreak of the Civil War in 1861, W.C., his brother-in-law Alfred Killen and cousin Washington Stuart Hodge enlisted as privates with Company B, 20 Texas Cavalry (Dismounted) in Navarro County. He served at Camp McCulloch near Tyler, Texas until July 11, 1862 when he and Alfred were discharged for being over age. The Confederate Conscription Act of 1862 allowed men who had more than twenty slaves age to be discharged after their one-year enlistment contract were completed or if they were over age of 35. His military record describes him as being age 46, born in Stewart County, Tennessee, 6 foot tall, dark complexioned, blue eyes, light hair and a farmer. 

Another possible child was revealed from the application for membership in United Daughters of the Confederacy, Navarro County Chapter, for Sallie Hodge dated 10 Sept 1906. She mentions the names “C.T. Hodge” and “J.B. Hodge” of Navasota, Texas in her application. The “J.B. mentioned is most likely be her brother James B. Hodge and C.T. could be an unknown child born after the 1860 census. On October, 14, 1866 their final known child, Robert Henry, was born. The following year Mary Catherine died and before 1870 William Carroll had died. It is believed that both are buried in the Chatfield Cemetery in unmarked graves.
