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REV. JOHN A. HODGE

(1813-1898)
The fifth child and first son of William and Nancy, he was born March 4, 1813 on his father’s farm along Claylick Creek near Salem, Livingston County, Kentucky (now Crittenden County). On May 4, 1840, John was indentured 92 acres from his mother Nancy for $200. This was part of the family’s original farm that had been purchased by his father from Robert Hodge Sr. The indentured land was located on the west side of Claylick Creek near Burks Military Survey. This land is located on the Amos Road in present day Crittenden County. John and Mary received 92 aces along the Claylick Creek near Burks Military Survey from his brother Asel on April 12, 1850 [Critt. Co. DB. B., Pg.105]. John, who was also an ordained Baptist minister, lived and farmed on this land, located near the Emmaus Church Community, until his death in 1898. The Ibbey Hodge mines (Fluorspar) located somewhere on his property which was named after his second wife and could be on the property described in the warranty deed between John Dancy Hodge and his uncle John A. Hodge in 1883. For more reading on the early fluorspar industry in Crittenden County one should refer to the book: “Report of a reconnaissance in the lead region of Livingston, Crittenden, and Caldwell counties: Including a sketch of their general wealth.” Published in 1877 by Charles Joseph Norwood or visit the Ben E. Clement Mineral Museum at Marion, Ky.
John’s first marriage was to Mary Ann Reese on January 17, 1842 in Livingston County. She was the daughter of Elisha and Francis (Burks) Reese. To this union were born four children: James Elisha, John R., Robert L. and Adolphus Lycurus Henry. 
On April 21, 1854 an article of agreement was signed between John and Mary. It stated in the agreement that “they had tried in vain for a number of years to live together as man and wife should do in peace but now being thoroughly satisfied that such cannot be we hereby agree to separate”. She agreed not to ask for support and John relinquished all claim to property that came by her from her father Elisha Reese. John filed a petition for divorce on the following month and claimed in his petition that his wife was “a turbulent tyrannical, overbearing, disposition which never could be satisfied, he states that within the last eleven years she has often threatened to take, or have taken his life.” They apparently reconciled on July 12, 1854 the divorce was dismissed at his expense. They continued to live in the same household and she was enumerated in the 1860 and 1870 census. On April 11, 1874 Mary was finally declared a lunatic by the court at Marion and committed to Western State Hospital in Hopkinsville, Kentucky where she was still listed in the 1880 census. They were divorced sometime prior to John’s second marriage.

His second marriage was on June 17, 1878 in Crittenden County to Isabelle Elizabeth (Long) Massey, daughter and Mulkey A. and Betsey (Tangsley) Long. She was previously married first to Isaac Sisco and then to William J. Massey. She had one child by Isaac Sisco and two children by William Massey. John and Isabelle “Aunt Ibbey or Ibbie” had three children by their marriage: Jewell Jackson, an infant that died after birth and Fredonia “Dona” Francis.

The children of John A. Hodge and Mary Ann Reese:

James Elisha Hodge was born 1843 in Crittenden County, Kentucky. In the 1860 census he was listed as an idiot and died sometime prior to the 1880 census. 
John R. Hodge was born January 25, 1845 and died August 20, 1845. He is buried at Union Cemetery in the Reese family plot. 
Robert L. Hodge was born January 18, 1847 and died March 23, 1847. He is also buried at Union Cemetery in the Reese family plot.
Dr. Adolphus Lycurus Henry “Kird” Hodge, the only surviving child from John’s first marriage, was born November 1848 in Crittenden County, Kentucky. Henry’s first marriage was on March 24, 1868 in Caldwell County, Kentucky to Alice Bell “Ailcey” Blain, daughter of Alexander and Mary Blain originally from Knox County, Tennessee. Henry and Ailcey had two children, Laura Llewelyn and Emma LouEllen, both born and buried in Crittenden County. The couple lived on the family farm until they moved to Lyon County at which place they lived for about a year. In 1873 Henry moved to Clay County, Tennessee and about 3 months later Ailcey followed him. In June 1875 she returned to Crittenden County and stated that she had been abandoned by him. On August 20, 1877 she filed for divorce in Crittenden Circuit Court (Case No. 326). A very detailed arrangement between Henry’s father and Ailcey was struck in December 1877. In her agreement not to ask for her dower rights on land mortgaged to John from his son Henry, Ailcey would receive the property stated in the warranty deed and John could foreclose on the property mortgaged to him from his son Henry. Henry’s second marriage was on May 28, 1882 to Mary Frances Huddleston in Johnson County, Arkansas. They lived at Lockhart, Caldwell County, Texas (1885) and for a short period of time in Fayette County, Texas until 1888. He received his degree in Allopath at the University of Tennessee Center for Health Sciences, College of Medicine at Memphis, Tennessee in 1889 (Directory of Deceased Physicians, 1804-1929). Lucinda Wilcoxen, a researcher and descendant of Dr. Hodge, states that he graduated from the Nashville Medical University on February 26, 1889. They lived for about three years in Kentucky in the early 1890s. In 1896 he was practicing medicine in Steubner, Harris County, Texas and by 1899 they had moved to Paige, Bastrop County, Texas. In the 1900 census Dr. Hodge stated that his father as being born in Tennessee (?) and mother in Kentucky. After the divorce from his second wife in 1902 he stayed in Bastrop County until 1903 when he registered to practice medicine in Venetia, Leon County, Texas. Dr. Hodge died May 10, 1904 at Roby, Fisher County, Texas. For more on this family, visit Cindy’s web page at www.wilcoxen.com.

The children of John A. Hodge and Isabelle Elizabeth Long:
Jewell Jackson Hodge, the first child from John’s second marriage, was born July 5, 1879 in Crittenden County, Kentucky. He married Effie Alene Stevenson in Caldwell County on July 29, 1908. Jewell and Effie had three children, Jewell Osborne, Evelyn Elizabeth and Mary Virginia, all three born in the Crayne Community of Crittenden County. Jewell Jackson was named the executor of his father’s will in 1898. He lived and worked on the family farm between Crayne and the Emmaus Community until his death in 1953.

Dona Francis “Donie” Hodge was born June 25, 1885 in Crittenden County. She married Hiram Hayden Kirk on Nov. 2, 1898 in Crittenden County. Hiram was the son of George Crittenden Kirk and Accassia Clementine Howard. Donie and Hiram had four children: Irabelle, Allie Earl, Fannie Jewell and Vernon Clarence. She died in 1973 and is buried in the Mapleview Cemetery at Marion.

Both Nancy and Wiley are believed to be descendants of Solomon Berry that died in Livingston County and listed in Will Book A (1799-1818). Nathaniel Gray was the brother of Presley Gray.
